second major source of revenue to the 
state.  Second only to tourism. 

¨ Hawaii is the third-ranking state 
(behind Virginia and Alaska) in annual 
per capita federal defense expenditures  
-- $4,740.92per person in FY07. 

¨ According to the 2000 U.S. Census, 
Hawaii topped all other states with the 
highest percentage of people ages 16 to 
64 in the armed forces -- 4.95%. 

¨ Every prime defense contractor has 
local staffing in Hawaii, where defense 
procurement averaged more than $2.0 
billion annually since FY05.  

¨ The military bases, National Memorial 
Cemetery of the Pacific, USS Arizona 
Memorial, USS Bowfin and Pacific 
Submarine Museum, Battleship 
Missouri Memorial, USS Oklahoma 
Memorial, USS Utah Memorial, 
Pacific Aviation Museum, and Hawaii 
Army Museum are the leading visitor 
attractions in Hawaii.  

¨ Pearl Harbor Naval Shipyard is the 
largest industrial employer in Hawaii. 

¨ During 2008 the Coast Guard 
conducted more than 306 search and 
rescue missions, saved 276 lives and 
$9.6 million in property. 

¨ Pacific Missile Range Facility on Kauai 
is the largest multi-environment 
military range in the world.

The Bottom Line 
  The total spending by the armed services in 
Hawaii in 2008 was $6.8 billion*, which 
results in direct and indirect impacts totaling 
$10.1 billion to Hawaii’s economy, and 
accounting for more than 92,000 jobs and $6.4 
billion in household earnings. 
___________ 
In addition to the above, there were additional 
expenditures totaling about $450 million by 
military non-appropriated programs.  This 
includes the military exchange stores and 
defense commissaries and base morale, welfare 
and recreation activities-such as golf courses, 
bowling centers, child development centers, 
fitness centers, and other similar activities that 
are operated by funds provided by service 
members and their families.
